By using 3 primary colours, paint can be
mixed together to create new colours. White is used to lighten (tint) and black to darken (shade).
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Secondary Colours - made by mixing two
primary colours.
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Tertiary Colours - made by mixing one
primary colour with an adjacent secondary colour.
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Colour plus white to lighten.
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Colour plus black to darken.
